TERMS AND CONDITIONS
1. Defined Terms: For the purposes of this Agreement, the following terms shall have the meanings set forth below:
(a) "Agreement" means this legally binding contract formed between the Organizer and the Exhibitor, comprising the signed Exhibit Space Contract Form, these Terms and Conditions, any official correspondence or confirmations issued by the Organizer, the Exhibitor Manual, the Organizer’s instructions and guidelines (including those communicated electronically or in writing), and any amendments made in accordance with Clause 18.
(b) "Exhibitor" means any individual, company, firm, partnership, association, or other legal entity whose completed and signed Exhibit Space Contract Form is accepted in writing by the Organizer, and who is granted the right to participate in the Expo subject to the terms of this Agreement.
(c) "Exhibitor Manual" refers to the official guide issued by the Organizer containing operational instructions, technical specifications, booth regulations, and related requirements, which shall be deemed an integral and enforceable component of this Agreement.
(d) "Expo" or "Event" refers to Seafood Expo Bharat 2026, scheduled to be held from July 1–3, 2026, at Chennai Trade Centre, Chennai, India, including all related exhibitions, conferences, activities, and functions organized by MPEDA during that period.
(e) "Force Majeure Event" includes but is not limited to acts of God, war, government orders or restrictions, fire, flood, pandemic, earthquake, natural disaster, terrorism, civil unrest, or any other circumstance beyond the reasonable control of the Organizer which prevents or delays performance of its obligations.
(f) "Organizer" means the Marine Products Export Development Authority (MPEDA), a statutory body under the Ministry of Commerce and Industry, Government of India, which is the official host and administrator of Seafood Expo Bharat 2026.
(g) "Venue" refers to Chennai Trade Centre, Nandambakkam, Chennai, Tamil Nadu, or any alternative venue designated by the Organizer for hosting the Expo.

2. Applicability and Precedence of Agreement: By executing the Exhibit Space Contract Form, each party acknowledges and agrees to be bound by this Agreement. This Agreement shall apply to all arrangements between the Organizer and the Exhibitor in relation to the participation in the Expo. This Agreement shall constitute the entire agreement between the Organizer and the Exhibitor with respect to the subject matter hereof and shall supersede all prior oral or written proposals, quotations, communications, representations, or agreements. In the event of any inconsistency between this Agreement and any document submitted by the Exhibitor, this Agreement shall prevail.
3. Eligibility and Stall Booking Notwithstanding anything herein contained to the contrary, the Organizer reserves the right to accept or reject applications at its sole discretion and to allocate or modify exhibit space as necessary to maintain the integrity and objectives of the Expo. The Expo is intended for bona fide businesses operating within the seafood industry and allied sectors. The Organizer may refuse any application that does not align with the event’s focus. Stall allocation will follow a first-come, first-served principle upon receipt of completed application and payment, but confirmation remains at the Organizer's discretion. Multiple stall bookings may be requested, subject to availability. MPEDA’s decision in this regard shall be final and binding. No Exhibitor shall claim parity or draw comparisons with concessions, allocations, or decisions made in respect of any other exhibitor participating in the Expo.
4. Participation Fees and Payment Terms: The Organizer opens booking for stalls well in advance to plan the layout, finalize vendor contracts, secure logistical arrangements, and coordinate with national and international participants. Early commitment from Exhibitors is crucial to ensure the smooth execution of the event, and any cancellation after confirmation causes operational disruptions, financial liabilities, and loss of opportunity to reallocate the space.
Participation fees will be as notified by the Organizer in the Exhibit Space Contract Form and are exclusive of applicable Goods and Services Tax (GST), which shall be charged as per the notified rates.
For any booking made after March 31, 2026, one hundred percent (100%) of the invoiced participation fee shall be treated as a non-refundable security deposit, payable in full upon issuance of the invoice and, in any case, no later than two (2) calendar days from the date of receipt of the invoice. All payments shall be made in Indian Rupees via bank transfer to the designated MPEDA account. Payments must be made net of all applicable bank charges. Any shortfall or delay in payment may result in summary rejection of participation without refund.

5. Cancellation by Exhibitor: Any request for cancellation must be submitted in writing to the Organizer and shall be subject to the following terms:
· After March 31, 2026: No cancellations shall be accepted under any circumstances. Any such attempt shall be deemed a material breach of this Agreement, and the Exhibitor shall remain fully liable for the entire fee.
A failure to occupy the allocated exhibit space by 09:00 a.m. on July 1, 2026, shall be treated as a last-minute cancellation and will result in the automatic forfeiture of all rights under this Agreement without refund. The Organizer shall not entertain any requests for transfer of participation to future events. Any exception to these provisions shall be at the sole and absolute discretion of MPEDA.
6. Event Changes and Force Majeure: The Organizer reserves the right to postpone, modify, reschedule, curtail, or cancel the Expo in whole or in part due to any Force Majeure Event, including but not limited to natural disasters, acts of war or terrorism, pandemics, epidemic outbreaks, governmental orders or restrictions, or any other cause beyond the reasonable control of the Organizer. In the event the Expo is cancelled and no alternative date is scheduled, the Organizer shall refund the participation fees received from the Exhibitor, excluding any portion of the fees expressly designated as non-refundable (including, but not limited to, the security deposit or booking fee) and any costs already incurred or committed by the Organizer as of the date of cancellation. If the Expo is rescheduled or postponed, the Exhibitor’s booking shall automatically carry forward to the new dates under the such terms and conditions as are then expressly agreed, subject to adjustment of fees already paid. Under no circumstances shall the Organizer be liable to the Exhibitor for any direct, indirect, consequential, or incidental damages or losses, including but not limited to travel, accommodation, logistical, or promotional expenses, whether arising from cancellation, postponement, or other changes to the Event.
7. Stall Allocation and Use: Final allocation of stall location, size, and configuration rests solely with the Organizer. Although preferences may be indicated, no guarantees are made. The Exhibitor shall not sublet, assign, or share the stall or this Agreement without prior written approval of the Organizer. Any unauthorized use of stall space may result in termination without refund.
8. Exhibitor Manual and Compliance: The Organizer may, at its discretion, issue an Exhibitor Manual or written guidelines detailing setup protocols, operational procedures, design specifications, safety standards, and service requisition processes. Whether or not such a Manual is issued, the Exhibitor agrees to comply fully with all instructions, requirements, and rules communicated by the Organizer, whether issued in writing, electronically, or orally, and whether addressed to the Exhibitor individually or to all participants generally. In addition, the Exhibitor shall comply with all rules and regulations of the Venue and any applicable local laws, codes, or safety protocols. Failure to adhere to any such instructions or regulations shall constitute a breach of this Agreement and may result in penalties, denial of entry, removal from the Event premises, or other appropriate enforcement actions as determined by the Organizer in its sole discretion.
9. Booth Setup and Dismantling: Exhibitors shall strictly adhere to the move-in and move-out schedule as communicated by the Organizer. All setup activities must be fully completed no later than the day immediately preceding the official commencement of the Expo. No Exhibitor shall commence dismantling, packing, or removal of its stall or materials prior to the official conclusion of the Expo on the final day of the event. Any deviation from these obligations may result in forfeiture of participation rights and liability for any resulting disruption, loss, or damage. The Exhibitor shall be solely responsible for any damage caused to the Venue structure, fixtures, or third-party property during installation, operation, or dismantling.
10. Facilities and Services: The Organizer shall make available standard exhibit booth facilities as may be described in the Exhibitor Manual or otherwise communicated. These may include basic partitions, signage, lighting, furniture, and electrical outlets. The precise specifications, inclusions, and setup provisions shall be determined and communicated by the Organizer. Exhibitors booking raw space shall be responsible for arranging and constructing their own booths, subject to prior design approval by the Organizer. Any customization or use of additional services, utilities, or fixtures must be coordinated either through designated contractors appointed or pre-approved in writing by the Organizer and shall be chargeable on an actual cost basis. Unauthorized alterations or installations may be subject to removal or penalty at the Exhibitor’s cost and risk.
11. Stall Operations and Conduct: Exhibitors shall ensure that their allocated booths are staffed by qualified personnel during all official exhibition hours. All activities, including product displays, demonstrations, and

promotional efforts, must be confined strictly within the assigned booth space. Activities extending into common areas or aisles, including distribution of materials or promotional interactions, are not permitted unless expressly approved in writing by the Organizer.
The use of sound systems or audiovisual equipment must be conducted in a manner that does not disturb adjacent exhibitors or interfere with overall event proceedings. Any such equipment may only be operated in accordance with guidelines set by the Organizer.
All booth personnel are expected to maintain a professional demeanour and exhibit courteous conduct throughout the duration of the Expo. The Organizer encourages respectful interaction among participants and reserves the right to advise or intervene in the event of complaints or disruptions.
Sampling of food or beverages from booths shall be subject to prior written approval from the Organizer and must comply with all applicable hygiene and food safety regulations. Exhibitors are responsible for ensuring proper handling, service, and waste disposal related to such activities.
The Organizer may take appropriate measures, including issuing guidance or requesting corrective action, where necessary to ensure a consistent and safe environment for all participants. Decisions made by the Organizer in this regard shall be considered final.
12. Prohibited Activities: Exhibitors shall not engage in any conduct or activity that violates applicable laws, venue regulations, the terms of this Agreement, or any instructions issued by the Organizer. The following activities are expressly prohibited:
· Bringing, storing, or using hazardous materials within the Venue without the prior written approval of the Organizer and compliance with safety regulations;
· Obstructing aisles, emergency exits, fire extinguishers, or access to shared facilities;
· Displaying or distributing content that is offensive, obscene, inflammatory, or politically sensitive, as determined at the Organizer’s discretion;
· Conducting unauthorized retail sales, including over-the-counter cash or online transactions without appropriate licensing or Organizer consent;
· Transferring, lending, or otherwise misusing official badges, credentials, or entry passes issued by the Organizer;
· Acting in a manner that violates local laws, disrupts event operations, or disregards Organizer-issued guidelines concerning the use, operation, or staffing of booths.
Any violation of the above, or failure to adhere to applicable instructions or policies, may result in penalties including but not limited to removal from the Expo premises, forfeiture of participation rights, and disqualification from future events. The Organizer’s decision in such matters shall be final and binding.
13. Intellectual Property and Branding: The Exhibitor may not use the name, acronym, logo, or any intellectual property of the Marine Products Export Development Authority (MPEDA) or the official branding of Seafood Expo Bharat (SEB) in any promotional, advertising, or public-facing materials, including brochures, websites, social media, signage, or press releases, without prior written consent from the Organizer. Where permission is granted, such use shall be limited to the specific purpose and context approved and must be truthful, factually accurate, and not misleading in nature.
Exhibitors are expected to present their materials in a manner that reflects the objectives and standards of the Expo. Any suggestion of endorsement or official association with MPEDA or SEB beyond the scope of participation must be avoided.
The Exhibitor shall also ensure that all products, services, displays, and marketing content presented at the Event do not infringe upon the intellectual property, proprietary, or privacy rights of any third party. Exhibitors are responsible for obtaining all necessary rights and licenses for any material or content they display or distribute.
In the event of any claim arising from misuse of MPEDA or SEB branding, or from alleged infringement of third- party rights, the Exhibitor agrees to cooperate with the Organizer in resolving the matter and, where applicable, to bear all associated costs, losses, or liabilities incurred as a result of such claim.
14. Insurance Requirements: Each Exhibitor shall obtain and maintain, at its sole cost and expense, valid and adequate insurance coverage for the duration of the Event, including setup and dismantling periods. Such insurance shall include, at a minimum:
· Public Liability Insurance with coverage of not less than INR 1 Crore per occurrence;
· Coverage for property damage, bodily injury, and death arising from any act or omission of the Exhibitor, its employees, agents, contractors, or representatives;

· Workers’ compensation or equivalent insurance, where applicable, to cover injury, illness, or death of any personnel engaged by the Exhibitor in connection with the Event.
The Exhibitor shall be solely responsible for all claims, damages, liabilities, or losses arising out of or relating to its participation in the Event, including those involving its exhibits, materials, employees, agents, contractors, or any third parties engaged on its behalf. The Organizer shall not be liable for any loss, damage, theft, or personal injury sustained by the Exhibitor, its personnel, agents, contractors, or guests during the Event, except to the extent directly caused by the Organizer’s gross negligence or willful misconduct. In no event shall the Organizer’s aggregate liability exceed the total fees paid by the Exhibitor under this Agreement. The Exhibitor shall ensure full compliance with all statutory obligations, including timely and lawful payment of wages, benefits, and dues to all personnel appointed or retained by it.
Proof of insurance shall be submitted to the Organizer upon request. Failure to maintain adequate insurance or provide proof thereof may result in suspension or termination of participation rights.
15. Limitation of Liability: The Organizer shall not be liable for any indirect, incidental, exemplary, remote or consequential damages arising from this Agreement in any manner. Any liability of the Organizer, if established, shall not exceed the amount paid by the Exhibitor under this Agreement.
16. Indemnity: The Exhibitor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the Organizer, venue, and associated personnel from any claims, losses, or damages resulting from: (a) the Exhibitor’s actions or omissions; (b) breach of these terms; (c) intellectual property violations. This clause survives termination of the Agreement.
17. Governing Law and Jurisdiction: This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of India.
Any dispute, controversy, or claim arising out of or relating to this Agreement, including any question regarding its existence, validity, interpretation, breach, or termination, shall first be attempted to be resolved amicably through good faith discussions between the parties.
If such dispute cannot be resolved within thirty (30) days of written notice from one party to the other, it shall be finally resolved through arbitration in accordance with the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 (as amended). The arbitration shall be conducted by a sole arbitrator jointly appointed by the parties. If the parties are unable to agree on the appointment of the arbitrator within fifteen (15) days, the arbitrator shall be appointed in accordance with the rules of the Indian Council of Arbitration. The seat and venue of arbitration shall be Ernakulam, Kerala. The arbitration proceedings shall be conducted in English. Subject to the foregoing, the courts at Ernakulam, Kerala shall have exclusive jurisdiction over all matters arising out of or in connection with this Agreement.
18. General Provisions:
· If any provision of this Agreement is held to be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable by a court or competent authority, such provision shall be deemed modified to the minimum extent necessary to make it valid, and the remainder of the Agreement shall remain in full force and effect.
· No waiver by the Organizer of any breach or default shall be deemed a waiver of any subsequent breach or default. All waivers must be in writing and signed by the Organizer.
· No amendment or modification shall be valid unless made in writing and signed by an authorized representative of the Organizer.
· The Exhibitor shall not assign, delegate, transfer, or otherwise dispose of its rights or obligations under this Agreement to any third party without the prior written consent of the Organizer. Any unauthorized assignment shall be null and void.
· This Agreement shall not constitute or imply any agency, partnership, joint venture, principal-to-principal, or employment relationship between the Organizer and the Exhibitor. Each party shall act solely as an independent contractor.
· The Exhibitor agrees to keep confidential all technical, business, or operational information, materials, or instructions received from the Organizer that are marked or reasonably understood to be confidential. No public announcement, press release, or media communication concerning the Exhibitor’s participation in the Event shall be made without the Organizer’s prior written approval.
· All provisions of this Agreement which by their nature should survive termination (including indemnities, limitations of liability, confidentiality, and governing law) shall so survive.
· By signing the Exhibit Space Contract Form, the Exhibitor affirms that it has read and accepted these Terms and Conditions, and is duly authorized to bind the organization to this Agreement.
